Clearance requirements

The following guidelines are needed to ensure optimal airflow,
performance and maintenance to the unit while having the Wind
Baffle installed:

1-Top: 1.8 in (300 mm) Minimum distance

2- Front: 23.6 in (600 mm) Minimum distance
3- Back: 11.8 in (300 mm) Minimum distance
4- Sides: 23.6 in (600 mm) Minimum distance

NOTE: When equipped with the Wind Baffle Kit, the maximum
ambient air temperature is 118.4°F (48°C), but the cooling
capacity will be reduced by 1.5%.

NOTE: If both the Hail Guard and Wind Baffle Kits are installed,

the maximum ambient air temperature is 118.4°F (48°C), but the
cooling capacity decreases by approximately 2%.
